2. Prepare the Soil
A. New Lawns
• Loosen the top 2 to 3 inches of soil
• Remove debris – sticks, stones, etc.
• Break up dirt clumps larger than a half

dollar
• Avoid too fine soil, small clumps are

desirable
• Level areas where excess water might

collect

1/4 inch of soil covers seeds
